GUIDELINES FOR PRESENTING TO THE PECC

You will have approximately one hour to deliver your presentation to the PECC.
Your report should have undergone evaluation by those assigned by the PECC.
Please arrive early to assure that your connectivity and presentation are ready and to resolve any technical issues.
You should plan to report on the items in order of significance, rather than just going down the assessment plan. The following question should help to guide the presentation: 
· What are the most significant findings of this report?
· Which items have experienced the most significant change?
· Which items have been acted upon or need action?
· Which items are the most critical to the program’s mission/operations?
· Which items have yielded the most surprising results?

Items that may be left to the end or not reported (depending upon time):
· Items that have not changed since the last report.
· Items that have undergone minor or negligible change since the last report.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Items that are peripheral or not critical to the program’s mission/operations.
